NOTE: Regarding Configuration backup & restore:

The content of the backup exported via the web-interface as well as printed on the CLI using
show config backup are identical. A backup can thus also be restored on either interface.

Also note that backups are plain text and are not restricted to a device. However, certain settings
vary depending on the UPDU model (e.g. different outlet configurations) and occasionally, new
firmware releases will introduce additional settings and change previous settings. Care must thus
be taken when restoring backups on different devices or newer firmware versions.

Should a restore on either the web-interface or the CLI fail, consult the CLI Reference Manual in-
cluded in every firmware release for the documentation of the settings.

NOTE: Regarding Changes to the CLI configuration:

As a first note, there is nothing to be donewhen upgrading the firmware as all settings aremigrated
automatically. If you have used scripted configuration via theCLI or kept local templates, thesemay
have to be adjusted.

The easiest solution in this case is to upgrade the firmware of a device and obtain a new configura-
tion by using show config backup . Using this approach will also ensure that the scripts make use of
the newly introduced options to restore configurations in themost reliable way.
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NOTE: Blast-RADIUS Mitigation

This firmware release contains changes to mitigate the Blast-RADIUS vulnerability (CVE-2024-
3596). The UPDU RADIUS client always sends the Message-Authenticator attribute and by default
requires this attribute to be present in responses from the RADIUS server. Should the RA-
DIUS server not support sending the attribute, it is required to disable this verification on the
UPDU, or the authentication will fail. Please consult the RADIUS Authentication section in the
CLI Reference Manual for instructions.

Changed settings on an UPDU are applied immediately upon validation. On the CLI this happens
after any configuration line where as the web-interface applies settings with the Apply button.

Applied settings are not automatically persisted. They will be lost after rebooting or power-cycling
thedevice inquestion. Only after anadditional action theyarepersisted. On theCLI, this is achieved
by using the write command and the web-interface now features a similar Write button. Both
interfaces show friendly reminders to make sure settings are persisted before logging out.

This mechanism allows administrators to prevent lockouts by scheduling a reboot before changing
critical settings. For example: A reboot scheduled to happen in 5minutes allows to change network
settings without risking a device to become unreachable due to a misconfiguration. Should any
modification cause a connection loss, the scheduled reboot will revert changes to the previously
persisted state. When all settings are changed as desired and are working properly, they can be
persisted and the scheduled reboot can be cancelled.

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When you are upgrading over an encrypted HTTPS connection and address the UPDU by its IP ad-
dress or by some other local name, the fact that version 2.9.0 includes a renewed SSL/TLS certifi-
catemay cause your browser to block the web client from accessing the UPDU after the upgrade is
done. In this case, please try to reload the web page after about 2-3 minutes.
